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Most-Know Notices for 

Foreigners living in Taiwan1



In Taiwan, the age of criminal liability is 14 years of 
age (Article 18, Criminal Code of the ROC)

Taiwan does not have official designated red 
light districts. Prostitution is illegal.                     
(Article 80, Social Order Maintenance Act)

In Taiwan, it is illegal for a married person to have 
sex with someone other than their spouse. (Article 
239, Criminal Code)
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Drugs (including marijuana and the 
seeds) are prohibited in Taiwan 

Firearms are prohibited as well

Possession of such prohibited items will lead to 
the confiscation and the possessor will be 
prosecuted
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Gambling is illegal in Taiwan. Gambling for 
money or property is forbidden in any 
place. (Article 266, Criminal Code)

Eating, drinking, smoking and chewing gum 
are prohibited on Mass Rapid Transit (MRT) 
trains and its stations in Taiwan. 
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When traveling, avoid taking pictures of 
military installations (pay attention to the 
signs)

For the flight safety, drones cannot be used 
in restricted areas, such as airports or 
military areas. 
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Before entering many trails or restricted 
mountains in Taiwan, you are required to 
obtain a Mountain Entry Permit in person

Apply at National Police Agency or a designated 
police station near the mountain or trail. 
Application is also available online at the website
